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Programme Objectives

The program aims to ex'olore best practices

in supporting individuals with autism, early
intervention, and disabilities through field visits to a
number of officially accredited centers in the capital
city of Beijing, China.

Autism, Early Intervention, and Disability in China:
Despite existing challenges, China has developed
and adopted numerous best practices in the fields of
autism, early intervention, and disability care. These
practices have been embraced by the government,
civil society organizations, and specialized centers to
enhance the quality of care and rehabilitation.

Autism in China
According to an official report by the Chinese
Ministry of Health:

It is estimated that there are over 2 million children
with autism in China.

Approximately 200,000 children are born with autism
each year.

Prevalence rate: It is estimated that 1 in every 100
(child)ren is diagnosed with Autism Spectrum Disorder
ASD).

Best Practices in Autism Support
1. Inte%ration of Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) into
Rehabilitation Programs

Many centers, such as Stars and Rain, rely on ABA as a
foundational approach to training children.

Local professionals are trained by international
experts to apply ABA in a structured and scientific
manner.

2. Structured Teaching Approach (TEACCH Model)

Implemented in several schools and centers,
especially in Shanghai and Beijing, to provide a
structured learning environment that supports
independent skills.

Classrooms are organized using visual tools
and schedules to facilitate understanding and
engagement.

3. FamiIK Involvement in Therapy
Many Chinese centers require a parent to attend
therapy sessions with the child.

Parents receive training in behavioral strategies
to apply at home, promoting consistency and
emotional support.

4. Use of Technology in Diagnosis and Rehabilitation
Locally developed smart applications for autism
(such as Xiao Ai and Blue Sky) assist in assessing
children’s skills and tracking progress.

Al-based programs help detect early signs of autism
through voice and behavioral pattern analysis.
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Early Intervention in China

China implements the “Early Screening - Early Diagnosis

- Early Treatment” system, commonly referred to as the“3
Early” model.

Over 3,000 early intervention centers have been established
across various regions, with a concentration in major cities
such as Beijing, Shanghai, and Guangzhou.

Best Practices in Early Intervention

1.”3 Early” Model: Based on the principle: “Early Screening —
Early Diagnosis - Early Intervention”. This model is applied in
community health centers and university hospitals.

2. Multidisciplinary Intervention Programs:
These programs typically include specialists in: medicine,
occupational therapy, speech therapy, and psychology.

Example: Early intervention programs at Shanghai Children’s
Medical Center.

3. Community-Based Early Intervention Units

Units established within Community Health Centers to offer
early intervention services close to families"homes.
Especially targeted at rural areas and low-income families.

4. Play-Based Intervention

A modern aﬂoroach focusing on developing communication
and social skills through play. LocaII?]/ adapted Chinese
curricula have been developed, such as the “Play & Learn”
program.

Disability in General in China

According to data from the China Disabled Persons’
Federation (CDPF), there are over 85 million people with
disabilities in China (including physical, visual, hearing,
intellectual, and psychological disabilities).

6.4% of China’s population lives with some form of disability.
Government Policies and Support

The Chinese government has adopted the “Five-Year Plan

for the Protection of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities”,
which includes provisions for education, healthcare, and
community inclusion. Financial assistance is provided to low-
income families with children who have disabilities.

Best Practices in Disability Care (General)

1. Unified Disability Card System

The card provides free or subsidized services in education,
transportation, healthcare, and employment. It has recently
been digitized to streamline access and monitoring.

2. Educational and Vocational Inclusion

Children are encouraged to integrate into mainstream
schools through support teachers and environmental
adaptations. Vocational training programs are available for
adolescents with disabilities, especially in crafts and digital
sectors.

3. Family Support Centers

These centers offer psychological counseling, legal services,
and educational programs for families. Mostly located in
major cities and managed by NGOs under CDPF supervision.

Practical Examples of These Practices
1- Beijing Stars and Rain: Parent training, ABA
implementation, and psychological support programs.

2-Shanghai CDC Early Intervention Center: Application of
the “3 Early” model and comprehensive developmental
assessments.

3- Hangzhou Autism Rehabilitation Center: Play-based
therapy, use of technology, and community support.

4- China Disabled Persons’ Federation (CDPF): Vocational
inclusion programs, community rehabilitation services, and
the Disability Card system.
